We
collected all waste from this side of
the region; nearly two load carriers
and we separated them like the
plastic, bottle and mixed waste.

Evening School:

Our tuition center, there are 30
students studying and this only one
tuition center in our area. The
teachers are helping and guiding to
boost up student skills, talents, and
creativity. Our staff is treating the
students in a kind manner and they
build their mind-set to concentrate on
their studies.
We try to take up the students’
knowledge out and make them have
a good interaction and
communication with the new
persons, reducing their stage fears
and developing their speech quality.
Every Saturday in our tuition we
have a class of one hour and the
remaining one hour we spend on the
craft activity and some other creative
work.

Ganesh Chaturthi Celebration:

Ganesh Chaturthi is celebrated as
the birthday of Lord Ganesha. On
2nd September tuition students
celebrated Ganesh pooja with lots of
fun, dancing and singing Ganesha
slogans.  And all children were asked
to make their own Ganesh statues
from clay material. All the children
came to Tuition in colorful dresses
with makeup. After the pooja, we
offered holy prasadam for all the
children who were very nice and
fascinating in the celebration.

Arts class Teachers Meetings: 
On 9th September’19, we had an art
class teachers meeting in Mohanam
building, which we plan to, meet and
discuss every month on the first
Sunday. All teachers accepted it, in
view of further art class student’s
developments. This meeting we
decided to happen about once a
month with all teachers presenting
their children progress in the class
and once every three months the
students should give a performance
in the Mohanam headquarter. And
teachers give concentration on each
child, identify their talents.
